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Background
As part of the local authority’s duty to ensure there is sufficient childcare available, the Planning and Analysis Team in the Early Years Education & Childcare Service (EYECS) have completed an assessment of the level of sufficiency of childcare for children aged 5-14 for every Family of Schools in Sheffield (secondary school and its associated feeder primary schools).  The assessments compared the number of places available (supply) with the estimated number of places required (demand).  The following summary highlights in which areas the estimated demand (from parental consultation) for childcare is higher than the supply, indicating an estimated shortage of provision.  For more details of the assessment individual reports for each Family of Schools are available on request.

The following tables, subdivided into community assembly areas, summarise the estimated level of shortage before school, after school and during school holidays in each Family of Schools area using the key below.

	No/minimal estimated shortage.

	Slight shortage estimated – no pro-active involvement from the local authority although expressions of interest to develop childcare would be welcomed.  (Subject to change based on population change or changes in the level of provision).

	Significant shortage estimated – depending on the nature of the shortage, may receive support from the local authority to secure additional provision.  (Subject to change based on population change or changes in the level of provision).


Childcare during school holidays can provide a service to children from a number of schools, even citywide.  Therefore the location of holiday provision does not need to be on or near to the school site that the children attend.  It is less feasible for provision during term time (before and after school) to provide childcare for children from several schools because they must also offer supervised transport from school to provider or vice versa.

The following summary gives an indication of where there could be a shortage.  Further consultation would be recommended prior to implementation of any new provision.  This is because the data used to measure the supply of childcare did not include all provision.  Although every effort was made to ensure there was a complete capture of what is available, some provision may not have been recorded.  Not all childcare, or activities that could be used as childcare, are required to register with Ofsted (e.g. provision exclusively for over 8s, or provision directly managed by a school), whereas the estimated demand includes demand for all provision whether registered or not.  This is because parents that were consulted did not differentiate between their demand for/ usage of registered or unregistered provision.
Any shortage was estimated at November 2009 and is subject to change.  Therefore, if you plan to develop childcare, please contact EYECS to inform us of your intentions (Tel: 0114 281 1881 or email: EYECS@Sheffield.gov.uk).  There may be places planned that are not yet open or a subsequent change in the population of children living in an area.  There may also be established patterns of travel that mean children may be accessing provision in a neighbouring area.

Secondary Schools
Demand for childcare for children attending Secondary Schools is much lower than for younger children.  
Secondary schools, on the whole, are well supplied with a varied menu of after school activities, which is sufficient to meet parental demand.  Experience (of the Out of School Network and Extended Services Coordinators) has shown that even though some parents indicate their (secondary school age) children would use childcare; in reality there is insufficient demand to sustain childcare.

A shortage was estimated in some areas after school and during school holidays for secondary school age children.  However, the measure of the supply of childcare used to estimate unmet demand did not include activity based provision.  Therefore, more provision is available to meet parents’ needs than was accounted for in the assessment. 
Parents requiring childcare to support them working or training tend to want secondary school age children to access activities rather than childcare.  Parents surveyed did not necessarily differentiate between childcare and activities therefore the estimate of demand included demand for activities as well as childcare.  
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
